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penses, feudal power and privilege will vanish,
social stratification be made impossible, and
internecine strife become a mere tradition.

Explanation of the social problems of today,
all centering around an enormous concentra-
tion of wealth never before equaled in human
history, is to be found nowhere save in the
administration of fundamental public law, the
use made of sovereign power. No civilized
people can escape this fact; nor can responsi-
bility for its disposal be avoided.
